“I have said this to you, that in me you have peace. In the world you have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the 
world” (John16.33) 
 
This meditation was written by the Sheppard of our Assembly; he could be speaking directly to us.  Pope John writes: 
 
LENT 
 
The old problem of the connection between faith and works, which goes back to apostolic times, is coming more and more to the fore 
in our own day. 
 
The answer is: not faith alone, but the perfect association of faith with works, and it is in his power of strong and enlightened faith, 
and according to his greater or less fervour in good works, that the worth of the perfect Christian may be seen, and he may be distin-
guished from the weaker men, the indolent, the ineffective and the unhappy…. 
 
From the Old Testament we all receive the command to “fight”, each for his own salvation.  What strong words these are: they teach 
us that it is our duty to fight until death against the temptations of the world in order to win salvation for our souls, and for the souls of 
all most dear to us in this life. 
 
The New Testament gives us the words of Jesus, among the last He uttered before his sacrifice.
